b) being a vehicle adapted to carry eight passengers or less is used for carrying
passengers for hire or reward at separate fares in the course of a business of
carrying passengers.

No person shall cause any vehicle whether laden or unladen having a weight

in excess of 7.5 tonnes to proceed on that length of the B1441 Weeley Bypass Road
Weeley carried by the Weeley Bridge from a point 50 metres southeast of its
junction with The Street to a point 30 metres northwest of its junction with
Gutteridge Hall Lane, a total distance of approximately 70 metres (hereinafter
referred to as “the said length of road™).

Nothing in Article 2 of this Order shall apply so as to prevent police, fire or
ambulance service vehicles attending an emergency from proceeding in the said
length of road.

Nothing in Article 2 of this Order shall apply so as to prevent a public service
vehicle from proceeding in the said length of road.

This Order suspends the provisions of the Essex County Council (Weeley Viaduct
Bridge, B1441 Weeley Bypass Road, Weeley) (Temporary Weight Restriction)
(Amendment) Order 1999 by virtue of making the provisions of that Order
permanent.

Save as provided in Article 3 of this Order no person shall, except upon the direction or
with the permission of a police constable in uniform or of a traffic warden, cause any heavy
commercial vehicle having a maximum gross weight exceeding 7.5 tonnes to proceed

(e) s being used in the service of a local authority or water authority in pursuance of
